God began to establish a written covenant 
At this time God began to establish a written covenant that could be passed on from generation to generation. The Priest, Rabies and Scribes wrote on leather, clay and wood. Later they wrote scrolled paper. The Jewish priest are still writing the history today. 
The Bible was not written in the order the books appear in the Bible today. It was divided by the translators and placed in an order that made sense to them. There are 40 different human writers of the books of the Bible. The Bible was “actually” written over a period of 1500 years. 
The Old Testament covers a human life time period of 4000 years… after Adam and Eve left the garden. We are not actually told how long they were in the garden before they sinned. 
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The New Testament will cover 3000 years.
